Part nine of our story recalling the early days 

of the Sisters.  This installment begins the 

Sacred Heart Academy story... 

 

Sister Mary Genevieve Biskup, who entered 

the community in 1902, was appointed 

directress of the schools where the Sisters 

were teaching.  Her chief aim was the 

education of children and the higher education 

of young ladies.  Sister Mary Genevieve was 

elected Prioress of Sacred Heart Convent in 

1919.  

 

In 1925 three students, desiring a high school 

convent education, were admitted to study 

along with the novices and postulants.  They 

were Marie Obrtlik from New York, Marie 

Dostal from Montana, and Stella Krhovsky 

from Pennsylvania.  This was the first impetus 

which led the Sisters to realize the advisability 

of opening a high school to the public.  Mother 

Genevieve presented the matter before her 

council.  After a careful study, the decision was 

made to give the project a test and in the 

summer of 1926 they advertised in several 

papers. 

 

On September 8, 1926, Sacred Heart 

Academy opened for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd 

years of high school.  Twenty-five girls were 

enrolled.  The faculty consisted of five teachers 

and Sister Mary Scholastica Jan was the 

directress (principal). 

 

Departmental work carefully planned by the 

Sisters was the educational system adopted 

for the school.  Classical and college 

preparatory courses were given preference.  

Four academic and two year commercial 

courses, Czech, Slovak and German were 

taught in the Language Department, and 

Religion, Music, Art, Dramatics, and Physical 

Education were given their important place in 

the curriculum. 

Treasured History & Tradition 
Sister Barbara Ann Svec, OSB 
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The students lived along with 

the Sisters in the convent 

building.  They shared the 

refectory on the first floor 

which also served as a study 

hall, an auditorium and a 

gymnasium.  The Chapel and 

parlor were on the second 

floor and on the third floor 

were the classrooms, a fiction 

library, botany room, Little 

Flower room (recreation room) 

and St. Thomas room 

(Freshman room).  Lastly, the 

dormitory was on the fourth 

floor. 

 

An early student recalls the 

dining room where the girls sat 

eight at a table and enjoyed 

excellent meals.  The serving dishes were piled 

high with such delicious food as pork roast, 

dumplings, sauerkraut, fresh bakery, plus 

delicious desserts, to mention a few.  Coffee 

was made from roasted barley and the tea 

was brewed from dried strawberry leaves.  The 

little chapel had an ornate main altar and the 

statues of St. Benedict and St. Scholastica 

were on the side altars.  The dormitory had 

white curtained iron beds and next to each 

bed was a night stand containing three 

drawers. 

 

In 1927 the enrollment doubled that of the 

previous year and, consequently, the Sisters 

found that the convent section was not large 

enough for both Sisters and students, so they 

realized it was necessary to build an addition. 

 

Mother Mary Genevieve and the Sisters 

studied the situation.  On January 17, 1929 

plans for the future Sacred Heart Academy 

were shown to the Sisters and students and by 

March preliminary preparations were made on 

the grounds for the construction of the new 

academy.
